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EXPERT RECOMMENDATIONS PER COUNTRY

The participants of the Technical Workshop for the Asiatic Wild Ass prepared the summary of main
threats and resulting priority actions for the conservation of the species in each of its Range
States. The resulting recommendations are presented in the table below. The recommendations
were refined through correspondence with those experts who could not be present in the physical
meeting.
